of personal study and class

time, which included the GED
Boot Camp, Ruth passed all four
subjects of the GED test in April
2024--just seven months later!

Ruth'’s career goal has now
changed! With the help of our
Career Coach, the RCC CHAMPS
(Career Help and Mentoring for
Parenting Students) program and
the RCC WIOA program, Ruth is
registering for our Commercial
Driver's License (CDL) courses, as
she wants to join her husband as
a CDL driver and travel across the
U.S. with him!
